5. PROGRAMS REPORT 

July 17 Luncheon Meeting: The meeting has been set up and appears on the TAEP web site.  Annual Regulatory Update
Joint Meeting with AWMA, CHMM, and SAME
Harry Heinlein mentioned he had tried to work with Bud Johnson on some contacts about Wind Energy. Chris Mccarthy pointed out that after the American Wind Energy Association Conference in Houston in June, our organization can’t really offer much in comparison so it probably would not be worth having as a topic.  
Discussion proceeded regarding a program on life cycle analysis (LCA) in relationship with TMDL’s and NPDES waste water discharge permitting. Possibly relating REACH, in Europe and LCA in the US,  to enhance the MSDS system in the US.  Current toxicity testing is not catching downstream effects of discharged pharmaceuticals and bioactive residuals. 
Inclusion of short presentations by the 2008 scholarship recipients (possibly five minutes each) was also suggested for a future program. As discussed, student presentations would be brief and would precede the lunch and normal meeting program.

Chris McCarthy will follow up with Bud Johnson for future dates and involvement of 
selected scholarship students in future programs.
