Membership Classes

General Membership

Only General Members may vote and can be elected to the Board of Directors.
Associate Membership

Associate Membership is open to those who do not meet the General Membership requirements and to other individuals who are interested in environmental issues, ideas or technology. Associate Members may not vote or be elected to the Board of Directors.
Regulatory Membership

Regulatory membership is available to those employed in the public sector who meet the requirements of General Membership.
Student Membership

Student Membership is offered to full-time students who are actively pursuing an environmentally related career at an accredited college or university. Full-time registration is considered to be the pursuit of at least nine (9) hours of credits. Student members may not vote or be elected to the Board of Directors.
